House League

Question 1. What is the season length for House League?
Answer 1. The season runs from mid-August to the end of October

Question 2: What does the House League program consist of?

Answer 2: The House League program consists of: 2 practices per week and games on Saturdays,
limited travel required. l.e. Cornwall, Brockville and other communities involved in the Nemesis EOMFLL
program. A practice plan will be introduced and all communities will follow this plan to ensure that the
players as learning at the same level.

Question 3: Where will the games and practices be held?

Answer 3: The practices for the NCR region will be held twice per week and will be held once in the east
end of the city and once in the west end of the city. Players are encouraged to attend as many as they
can on both sides of the city.
